At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved with the road priority list being tabled until a later date. 


The January 18th and 24th, 2011 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, joined the meeting to discuss snow plowing and other road issues.


Jeff Skyberg met to discuss snow removal equipment for the airport.  The Board approved the purchase of the equipment pending the Airport Board’s inspection of the equipment

located in Roundup, Montana. 


Tod Kasten met regarding the Dry Redwater Rural Water Project.  The feasibility study will be redone as per the Bureau of Reclamation due to the addition of more communities.

Tod noted that the board membership will need to be changed as it will become too cumbersome. It is recommended that the board consist of two conservation district board members from each county.  A modification of the by-laws will need to be made for the change of the board membership. The annual meeting for the Dry Redwater Rural Water Project is scheduled for February 28th in Richey.  The Board of Commissioners agreed with the proposed change.


The Board adjourned for lunch at 12:00 p.m.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

Ken Nelson joined the Board to update them on the proposed PRCA rodeo to be held 

during the fair this summer.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the IT committee meeting she attended on January 26th
and the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health Board meeting on January 27th.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the hearing on HB317 she testified at on January 26th in Helena.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water project conference call

he participated in on January 26th.

Sheriff Dave Harris joined the meeting to discuss several issues involving the Public Safety Department.


The Board went into closed session.


The Board reconvened and reviewed the mail.


Alan Stempel met to inform the Board as to which counties are applying for an emergency disaster declaration.  Alan noted that there is no state funding available; however,

the county may still choose to levy an emergency two mills.
