At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The May 3, 2011 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Moos reported on the McCone County Health Center meeting of May 3rd.


The Meyers Minor Subdivision was reviewed and recommended for approval by

County Planner Mary Garfield.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the subdivision and

Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  


The Board reviewed changes to the road policy manual.


The Board reviewed correspondence.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Nancy Stempel, GPS Coordinator, joined the Board to discuss the need for redistricting

of County Commissioner Districts before December 4, 2011 as per the result of the census.


Paul Skyberg, Deputy Sheriff, joined the Board for review and approval of the five year

Army Corps of Engineers Contract for Law Enforcement on Corp of Engineers land in McCone County and the Garfield County cabin area.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the CORPs Contract and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board met with the Insurance and Policy Committee and chose the three health

insurance plans that the county will offer for FY2012.  A new policy on health insurance benefits was reviewed and changes made implementing the recommendations by the committee.  

Mark Feland, John Deere representative, met to present information on John Deere

graders.


Kendall Link, County Attorney, met to discuss the Haul Route Agreement.


The Board revised Policy 5.9 Insurance and Retirement as per input from the Insurance

and Policy Review Committee.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve Policy 5.9 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the policy is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board signed the MACo Health Care Trust Participation and Affiliation Agreement, which determined the three insurance plans being offered for FY2012.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)
