Monday, June 20, 2011


The Board of County Commissioners met as a Compensation Board at 9:00 a.m. in the conference room at the Courthouse.


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The June 13, 2011 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Library Board meeting and the IT Committee meeting she attended on June 15th. Commissioner Wolff also reported on the Audit Workshop she attended in Miles City on June 15th.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the Great Northern Development Corporation meeting she attended June 14th, the Montana Oil, Gas and Coal Counties meeting she attended on June 15th in Malta, and the JPA/JPIA meeting she attended in Helena on June 16th. 


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met for approval on the Treasurer’s report for May, 2011.  

Jackie also informed the Board that she would be out of the state the week of June 27th.  


Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, joined the meeting to discuss computer purchases.

The Board approved the purchase of one computer for the Clerk and Recorder and two computers for the Treasurer’s office.  The purchases will be charged to the respective departments’ budget.  


Doug Shennum, President of the Circle TV Booster Club, met to discuss the costs of providing local networks and the requirements to change to a completely digital system in 1 ½ years.  Taking the issues to a vote of the people whether to disband the TV Booster Club or to increase the tax from $20.00 to possibly $60.00 per year to afford continuing services for another year and a half was discussed.


Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, rejoined the meeting for the 1st readings of the resolution on the adoption of GASB 54, categorizing fund balances, and also the resolution on

committing fund balances to meet the requirements for GASB 54.  


The Board read Budget Authority Resolution #11-06-20 establishing budget of $22,877.00 for the refinancing of the sheriff’s vehicle through the Board of Investments.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolution #11-06-20 and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Dennis Tolan, Road Forman, and Tim McCloy, Leadman, met to discuss road issues.

A number of culverts will have to be ordered to replace damaged culverts due to run-off. 


The Board reviewed Personnel Policy #4.7-Safety Committee.  Commissioner Moos

moved to approve Policy #4.7 and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Dorothy Johnson met to review the Cemetery Contract for FY2012.  Commissioner

Eissinger moved to approve the contract for FY2012 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0. (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Jay Wright joined the meeting to discuss the crushing of scoria for the oil patch north

of Poplar.  They will be using county roads and offered crushed scoria to the county for use on the Pass Road.  The Board noted that with all the roadwork to be done this summer, the road

crew probably won’t get to it this year.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, joined the meeting to request additional hours for her clerk for

FY2012.  The Board suggested she write a proposal to be presented but nothing could be promised at this time.


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.


The meeting adjourned at 5:05 p.m.
