At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Janet Wolff was absent from the meeting.  Acting Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The June 20, 2011 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board discussed the informational meeting they attended in Glasgow with TransCanada Pipeline.  A public meeting will be held in each county later this summer.  


The Board held the 2nd reading of Resolution #11-06-27A on the adoption of resource and  expenditure categories for fund balances for GASB 54.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolution #11-06-27A and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board held the 2nd reading of Resolution #11-06-27B committing fund balance resources for special revenue funds to meet the requirements of GASB 54.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolution #11-06-27B and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the Health Screening, Fitness and Legal Services Contracts for FY2012 for the Title III Senior Program.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the three contracts and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (Copies of the contracts are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the work plan for the Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Emergency Solutions Grant Program through Action for Eastern Montana.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the work plan and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the plan is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Jim DeWitt, Regan Kirchner and Alan Stempel joined the Board to discuss the possibility of the county sponsoring a project to stabilize the cutting of the Missouri River onto the DeWitt property to prevent the river from eroding up to his buildings.  No action was taken pending a review from the engineers provided by NRCS, who are coming on Thursday.


Dennis Tolan and Tim McCloy met to discuss road projects and the meeting with FEMA scheduled in Glasgow on June 29th.


The Board adjourned at 12:40 p.m. due to Commissioner Eissinger traveling to Helena for the MACo, JPIA and Health Care Trust budget meetings.  Commissioner Moos remained in the office until 5:00 p.m.
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
