Monday, July 11, 2011


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order.  The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The July 6, 2011 minutes were read and approved. 


The Board approved the estimated expense of repairing the North Road Department International truck at Truck Suppliers for $5,000.


Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, joined the meeting to discuss road issues.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the MACo Health Care Trust meeting she attended in Helena on July 7th and 8th.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board meeting she attended in Glendive on July 8th.


The Board reviewed the audit engagement letter for FY2011 with Olness and Associates.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the audit engagement letter and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the engineering contract with Kadrmas, Lee and Jackson, Inc. for the Circle Airport wildlife fencing project.  Action on the signing of the contract was tabled until after meeting with the Airport Board.  


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, joined the Board to review the distribution of interest earned from county investments.  In addition to the list of funds approved in prior years, the Board added the Weed, Public Safety and Fire Endowment Fund.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolution #11-07-11 for the distribution of interest from invested county funds.  Commissioner Eissinger seconded and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, joined the Board to review the FY2011 Budget.


Charles and Laurel Noland and Russell and Paula Pederson met with the Board to review

an agricultural covenant for a certificate of survey.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the agricultural covenant and the certificate of survey and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  


Jaymes Breitbach, President of the Redwater Valley Ambulance Association, joined the meeting to discuss problems at the Ambulance Building with damage to the roof causing leakage.  The Board asked Jaymes to provide bids and then return to discuss the options available.

The Board reviewed a letter from Governor Schweitzer requesting a Natural Disaster Determination from the U.S. Secretary of Agriculture for McCone, Chouteau, Hill and Phillips counties due to the 2010-2011 winter season and excessive moisture this spring.  (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed correspondence the reminder of the hour.
