At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The July 11, 2011 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, joined the Board to report that a new twenty-foot cattleguard is priced at $2,350 and a twenty-four foot cattleguard at $2,820.  


Jess Beery, Fire Chief, met to inform the Board that the 100 Club has granted the Fire Department $10,000 to use towards the cost of designing an addition onto the fire hall.  A request for a proposal will be drafted and advertised.


Barb Green, HUB International agent, joined the Board to review the renewal of the county’s property and liability insurance and the workers’ compensation trust. Commissioner Moos moved to approve the renewal with MACo JPIA.  Commissioner Eissinger seconded and the motion passed 3-0.   Commissioner Eissinger moved to appoint Barb Green to assist the county with loss control and safety programs.  Commissioner Moos seconded the motion and motion passed 3-0. 


Dorothy Johnson met to inform the Board of a decision by the Independent Contractor Central Union regarding the working relationship between McCone County and herself.  The Board contacted Kendall Link, County Attorney, to appeal the ICCU decision on behalf of McCone County.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met with the Board to present the Treasurers’ Cash Report

Jerry Martinson, Tractor and Equipment Representative, met as a public relations visit.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board reviewed the Task Order Contract #12-07-3-31-0364-0 with the Department of Public Health and Human Services for the Montana Tobacco Prevention program.
