At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The July 18, 2011 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Transportation Committee meeting she attended on July 19th.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the Great Northern Development annual meeting she attended on 

July 21st.


The Board reviewed Budget Authority Resolution #11-07-25 to appropriate $200,000 received from the DEQ Grant of American Recovery and Reinvestment Act funds from the Department of Energy to be allocated to the Capital Projects Fund.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve Budget Resolution #11-07-25 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board opened a bid for carpet cleaning at the John Vejtasa building and the courthouse.  One bid was received from Key Janitorial and was approved at $.30 a square foot.  


The Board called Craig Canfield from Kadrmas, Lee & Jackson to discuss their untimely contract for design and construction phases of the Airport Wildlife fences.  


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Dave Kasten met to request gravel in a couple of spots south of his place and some soft spots on Watkins Road.


The Board reviewed the service agreement with Kadrmas, Lee & Jackson for the design, construction and closeout phases of the airport fencing project.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the contract with Kadrmas, Lee and Jackson and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0. (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the notice of award for the airport  fencing project. Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the notice of award to Mild Fence Company of Kalispell, Montana as recommended by Kadrmas, Lee and Jackson.  Commissioner Moos seconded and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the award is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Mike Cassidy joined the Board to discuss the North Fork of Rock Creek Road.


The Board approved a certificate of appropriation for the Board of Investments for FY 2012.  (A copy of the certificate is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Nancy Stempel joined the Board to discuss rural addressing.


The Board met in closed session with Debra Porter and Savannah Kirchner.


Kendall Link, County Attorney, joined the Board to discuss the procedure in appealing the Independent Contractor Central Union decision and the Haul Route Agreement.


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.
