At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The October 11, 2011 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


A vendor invoice was signed for the Department of Environmental Quality for motor vehicle recycling and disposal. (A copy of the invoice is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioners Wolff and Moos reported on their meeting with Rick Hill,

Candidate for Governor, on October 14th.


Jess Beery, Fire Chief, met with the Board and a phone call was made to Slate Construction in regard to the fire hall design.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Sue Good-Brown, Public Health Nurse, joined the Board to adopt a protocol for providing services due to extended leave of our Public Health Nurse or Sanitarian.


Dennis Tolan, Road Superintendent, and Tim McCloy, Leadman, joined the Board to discuss road business.   


The hour of 2:00 p.m. having arrived, the bids for graders were opened.  One bid was received from Tractor and Equipment.  The net purchase price was $301,151.00 without trade.  The 2000 14H caterpillars were allowed a $150,000.00 trade-in value.  Addition of a 12’ wing, front lift group, and V-plow would add $24,500.00 as an option.  No action was taken at this time.


The Board reviewed the completed Haul Route Agreement with TransCanada.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the Haul Route Agreement and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)  


The Board completed the Authorized Signatures Resolution #11-10-11 for the Property and Supply Bureau.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve Resolution #11-10-11 and 

Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file

in the Commissioners’ files.)
