At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger and James Moos present.  Janet Wolff was absent to attend a Weed Board training in Miles City.  Acting Presiding Officer Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  

The November 8, 2011 minutes were approved as read. 

Claims were approved for the airport-fencing project.  Voucher #1007 for warrants #40809 to #40811 in the amount of $85,532.49 was approved and signed.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Moos reported on the McCone County Health Center annual meeting on

November 8th, 2011.

Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met to discuss the possibility of checking into an addition to the courthouse for an elevator annex.  The Board appointed a steering committee comprised of Jackie Becker, Maridel Kassner, Deb Porter, Mary Garfield and the commissioners.  A meeting for November 21, 2011, at 9:00 a.m. has been set to discuss financing the annex.

Jackie also discussed the heating system and presented the Treasurer’s Cash Report for October, 2011.  The Board approved and signed the report.  (A copy of the report is on file in the  Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed the completed Haul Route Agreement from TransCanada and placed 

it on file. (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed the delinquent tax list with $85,678.44 delinquent on real estate taxes, $2,145.50 delinquent on mobile home taxes and $14,095.97 delinquent on personal property taxes as of October 31, 2011.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m. Gene Engen joined the Board to present a history of Vida for the McCone County website.

Dennis Tolan, Road Supervisor, and Tim McCloy, Leadman, met to review applications for the North Road Department and other road issues.


The Board reviewed the expenditure report for October, 2011.


Jon Hubing presented a petition to abandon a petitioned road through their ranch that has never been built and is not being used by the public.
