At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The November 21, 2011 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Eastern Montana Mental Health Board meeting she attended in Glendive on November 22nd, the Winter Weather Awareness training she attended on November 22nd and the IT Committee meeting on November 23rd. 


The Board reviewed the Predator Control report for October, 2011.  Reported were 2 coyotes taken in 2 ½ hours of flying time and 5 coyotes taken in 11 hours of groundwork.

Payroll voucher #2 for warrant #23653 for $65.32 was approved.  (A copy of the warrant is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, joined the Board to discuss road business.


Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder; Jackie Becker, Treasurer; and Deb Porter, Clerk of Court joined the Board to place a call to Dan Semmens with Dorsey and Whitney, LLP, for information on placing a bond issue on the Primary Election ballot.


The Board wrote a thank you letter to Jay Wright for serving many years on the Airport

Board.  An appointment letter was also written to Bill Harris asking him to serve on the Airport Board through the year 2017. 


Njadl Sikveland, Nick Schriver and Dave Harris joined the Board to discuss updating the 911-Dispatch Contract by reducing the amount paid by the Town of Circle by $9,500.  Concerns

about the Law Enforcement Contract and the Town canceling their membership in the Great Northern Development Corporation were also discussed.  The Town of Circle has been considering dropping the agreement with the county to provide 9-1-1 Dispatch services and moving their 9-1-1 funds to Glendive for 9-1-1 services, rather than having them dispatched locally.  They are also considering terminating their contract for law enforcement with the county and hiring their own police force.  Discussion followed in regard to the Great Northern Development Corporation membership, in that the town would not be able to use GNDC for assistance in writing grants and obtaining loans and other services for businesses and entities within the city limits.


Kendall Link, County Attorney, joined the Board and the requirement for signatures on a road abandonment petition was discussed.


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.


The meeting adjourned at 5:20 p.m.
