Wednesday, December 7, 2011


At the hour of 8:30 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff and Connie Eissinger present. Commissioner Moos was in Helena attending Phase II of the Elected Officials Training/

Commissioner Certification Classes.  Commissioner Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.


The November 28, 2011 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board reviewed and approved payroll for the month of November, 2011.  Voucher #3 was approved for warrants #23654 through #23698 issued in the amount of $34,167.24 and automatic deposits made in the amount of $36,091.80 for the total amount of $70,259.04. (A copy of the payroll register is on file in the Commissioners’ file.)


Voucher #1010 for warrants #23699 through #23705 in the amount of $26,229.93

for November, 2011 payroll deductions was approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file

in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed and approved county claims for the month of November, 2011.  Voucher #1011 for warrants #40812 through #40916 for the amount of $247,400.17 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the claims register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ file.) 


The officers’ reports for November, 2011 were reviewed and approved for the

Sheriff, Clerk of Court, Justice Court and Clerk and Recorder.  (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ file.)


The Board reviewed and approved time sheets for the employees under the supervision of the County Commissioners.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board reviewed a letter from Dorsey & Whitney outlining a proposal to serve as bond counsel to McCone County for an estimated fee of $9,000 to $10,000 plus out of pocket disbursements.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the proposal and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 2 –0.  (A copy of the proposal is

on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The request for reimbursement #3 for the airport fence project was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the reimbursement request is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Commissioner Moos phoned in for the discussion on the location of the fire hall.

The Board agreed that a separate fire hall would be in the best interest of the county.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to purchase lots within the Town of Circle for the purpose of building the fire hall with the construction to be delayed until funding is secured.  Commissioner Moos seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Library Board meeting she attended on

December 1st, 2011.


The Board discussed the Local Emergency Planning Committee meeting held on 

November 28th.


The Board met with Scott Cromwell from Slate Architecture concerning plans for the fire hall on December 2nd, 2011.


Angie Belus and Ben Fletes met for approval for the 2011 Homeland Security

Program Grant.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the grant application and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the MACo Board of Directors meeting she attended in Helena on December 5th, 2011.


Nancy Rosaaen, McCone County Medical Facility CEO, and Jay Cederberg from Mechanical Technology met to discuss using a construction manager as per 18-2-502, MCA for the addition project at the McCone County Clinic.  Auditor Brent Olness was

contacted for information and he referred the Board of County Commissioners to contact

the County Attorney for his legal opinion.


The Board met with Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, to review the changes of the current census in regard to the redistricting of commissioners districts.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met for approval on tax adjustments #0092 to remove the TV tax on a vacant lot.  The adjustment was approved.  (A copy of the adjustment

is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Nels Boe was reappointed to serve on the Missouri River Country Board.


A reimbursement request for work done at the old hospital in regard to the monitoring of the ground around the removed tank was approved.  (A copy of the request is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.


The meeting adjourned at 5:10 p.m.
