The Board of County Commissioners held a department head meeting at 8:30 a.m.

in the courthouse conference room.


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present.  Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


Dennis Tolan, Road Foreman, and Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, met to update the 

Board on road projects.


The January 9th and 10th minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Kendall Link, County Attorney, joined the Board to discuss the hearing Judge Irigoin

has arranged for January 23, 2012 at 10:00 a.m. on the Commissioner redistricting.  The resolution establishing office hours was also addressed.


The Board reviewed the 9-1-1 and Dispatching Contract with the Town of Circle.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the contract, which will be in effect through June 30, 2012.  Commissioner Moos seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.   (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The second reading of Resolution #12-01-17A establishing per diem and mileage rates

for calendar year 2012 was held.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve Resolution #12-01-17A and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is

on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The second reading of Resolution #12-01-17B establishing re-organization of the Board

of  Commissioners for calendar year 2012 was held.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve

Resolution #12-01-17B and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.

Commissioners Moos and Wolff reported on the McCone County Health Center meeting on January 10th.  Commissioner Eissinger reported on the NACo meetings she attended in Washington D.C. January 11th-13th.


Commissioner Wolff opened the public hearing on setting office hours for calendar year 2012 at 2:00 p.m.  The reading of the resolution; 7-4-102, MCA, addressing office hours; 1-1-216, MCA, addressing legal holidays and business days; and a letter from MACo Executive Director Harold Blattie and MACo Legal Counsel Jack Holstrom  were dispensed with as there was no one in attendance and all of the supporting documentation had been read previously by the Board.  The public hearing was then closed.
