At the hour of 9:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners met with the ADA Steering Committee to preview the brochure, displays and narrative of the proposed bond issue.

and Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met with Judge Irigoin for a hearing on the proposed Commissioner redistricting.


At the hour of 10:30 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The January 17, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Dennis Tolan, Road Supervisor, and Tim McCloy, Leadman, joined the Board to discuss road business.  Jaron Schillinger, Jason Beery, Dave Kasten and Michael Thoeny joined the meeting for discussion on setting road priorities.  The road priorities were set for 2012. The Board attended a meeting of the Local Emergency Planning Committee at noon.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Terry Quick joined the Board to present tobacco-free information.


The resolutions to cancel outstanding payroll and claim warrants were postponed until the February 6th meeting.  

Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater conference call held on January 17th.  Commissioner Wolff reported on the Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board meeting she attended on January 20th.  


The Board received court approval for the proposed redistricting of Commissioner boundaries due to the inequity discovered in the 2010 census.  (A copy of the order approving the setting of the boundaries is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Wolff requested permission to leave the state from January 27th through February 3rd. Permission was granted. 


The Board sent a letter to President Obama in support of the Keystone XL pipeline. (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.
