At the hour of 9:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners met with the ADA Steering Committee. 


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The January 23, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Jess Beery, Fire Chief, met regarding funding for the proposed fire hall.  Kendall Link, County Attorney, is working on the buy-sell agreement for the purchase of the lots. 


Kendall Link, County Attorney, joined the meeting to discuss the buy-sell agreement for the purchase of lots for the fire hall building.   


Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, met to discuss road business.  The elevations were shot at the fairground parking lot and will be reported to the Fair Board at their next meeting.  Tim and Commissioner Wolff presented the road viewers’ report on the petition for road abandonment. (A copy of the viewers’ report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board joined the Board of Health meeting during the noon hour.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health 

Board meeting she attended on January 26th. 


Commissioner Moos reported on the McCone Health Center Building committee

meeting on January 31st.  An architect and contractor were chosen to build the addition.


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met to discuss GIS business and grant opportunities.


Shane Mintz, Montana Department of Transportation District Administrator from Glendive, met to introduce himself.  Two bridges west of Brockway on Highway 200 will be replaced with culverts, one eligible for federal bridge funds.  Approaches from county roads onto state roads were also discussed.


Paula Eberling, Victim Witness Advocate, joined the Board to present the Victim Witness Interlocal Agreement.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the Interlocal Agreement and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Amber Ellis, Misdemeanor Probation Officer, met to request funding for FY2013 for partner/family members assault.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the $600 in support of the program.  Commissioner Eissinger seconded and the motion passed 3-0.


The Board reviewed the Airport crop lease with Rex Sikveland. Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the lease and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  The Board of Commissioners and Perry Breitbach, Airport Board Chairman, signed the crop lease.  (A copy of the lease is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


A resolution to cancel outstanding claim warrants and a resolution to cancel outstanding payroll warrants were read.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolution #12-02-07A canceling outstanding claim warrants and Resolution #12-02-07B canceling outstanding payroll warrants.  Commissioner Eissinger seconded and the motion passed 3-0.  (Copies of the resolutions are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.
