Tuesday, February 21, 2012


At the hour of 9:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners met with the ADA Steering Committee. The pamphlets and boards drawn up by CTA Architect Engineers were reviewed.


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The February 7, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Donald Quick, Emily Loberg, Librarian, and Tom Coulthurst, Custodian, joined the meeting to discuss the findings of the damage to the library basement.


Dennis Tolan, Road Foreman, and Tim McCloy, Leadman, met to discuss road business.


Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, joined the Board for a closed meeting regarding personnel issues.


The Board approved and signed a grant application prepared by Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, for Montana Land Information Act Funds.  The funds, if approved, would be used for the improvement of documenting and mapping the legal status of the county rights of way and petitioned roads.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Larry Brence, MSU Extension Eastern Region Department Head, met for the annual review of Ken Nelson, County Agent.


The Board discussed the various sessions attended at the MACo Mid-Winter meeting held in Billings February 13th thru the 16th.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the Great Northern Development Corporation Executive Board meeting she attended on February 17th.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met with the Board to approve the Treasurer’s report for January, 2012.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The first reading was held of the resolution submitting to the qualified electors of McCone County the question of issuing general obligation bonds in the principal amount of up to two million two hundred fifty thousand and no/100 dollars ($2,250,000.00) for the purpose of paying the costs of designing, constructing, equipping and furnishing courtroom security enhancements and a 3-story addition to the courthouse to contain an elevator for compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act; related improvements; and paying costs associated with the sale and issuance of the bonds.  


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, presented the tax deed eligible properties.  The only eligible property was the Broken Circle 3 Land and Cattle.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the Treasurer to begin the tax deed process.  Commissioner Eissinger seconded and the motion passed 3-0.  


The Board reviewed the delinquent tax report for January, 2012.  There is $119,165.76 in delinquency for real estate, $3,571.26 for mobile homes and $3,086.68 for personal property.


Arvid Rolandson joined the Board to review the agreement for the county to purchase three lots for the purpose of building a fire hall.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the agreement with Rolandson Implement Co. and Commissioner Moos seconded.  Motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the expenditure report for January, 2012.


The Board set the date for the public hearing to abandon Road A-76 and Road 62 for March 12th at 2:00 p.m.  A notice was sent to the Circle Banner and letters of notification were sent to the landowners abutting the roads.


The Board adjourned at 5:30 p.m.
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
