Monday, March 12, 2012
     At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  

     The March 6, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

     Jerry Martinson, Tractor and Equipment Representative, met for approval on the purchase order for the two 160 M-AWD Graders.  The Governmental Equipment Lease–Purchase Agreement was signed.  The two graders were delivered to the road shops on March 8th and 12th.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

     The Board reviewed the expenditure and cash reports for February, 2012.

     The Board reviewed the delinquent tax list for February, 2012 with $110,240.51 delinquent in real estate taxes, $2,561.95 in personal property taxes and $3,378.71 in mobile home taxes.

     The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

     Commissioner Moos reported on the Airport Board meeting held on March 6, 2012.

     Commissioner Eissinger reported on the NACo Legislative Conference and workshop she attended March 2nd through March 6th in Washington, D.C.

     Voucher #1025 for warrant #41157 to the MACo Health Care Trust for $682.00 was approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

     Commissioner Wolff opened the public hearing to consider abandoning McCone County Roads A-76 and 62.  Phyllis, Dale and Jon Hubing requested the roads be abandoned as they were petitioned but never built.  The petitioned roads lie within the Hubing property.  The original petitions and maps were entered into evidence.  Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, reported on the road viewers’ investigation.  A letter from the Montana Department of Natural Resources and Conservation in support of the abandonment was read.  There was no opposition to abandoning McCone County Roads A-76 and 62.  Commissioner Wolff closed the public hearing.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to go to a decision and to approve the abandonment petition.  Commissioner Moos seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (Copies of the above-mentioned evidence are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

     Barb Green. HUB representative, met to review the county’s insurance renewal and county building values.  The two new road graders and two used snowplow trucks were added to the coverage in the insurance policy.  The two 14H graders that were taken as trade were removed from the policy.  Commissioner Wolff signed the application for Fiscal Year 2013.

     Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met for approval of the Treasurer’s report for February, 2012. (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

     The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.
