At the hour of 9:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners met with the ADA Steering Committee. 


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The March 12, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, joined the Board to discuss the gas tax mileage.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the IT Committee meeting she attended on March 14th.


Commissioners Wolff and Eissinger reported on the Energy Summit held March 14th

and 15th at the Miles City Community College.


Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, and Dennis Tolan, Road Supervisor, met to discuss road business.


The Board reviewed the Capital Improvement Plan for the Circle/McCone County Airport for the next five years.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the plan and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the plan is on file

in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Certified letters of decision were sent to the landowners adjacent to roads A-76 and 62.

Ben Fletes met to discuss safety concerns that need to be addressed. Ben will order

“Watch Your Step” signs for the bathrooms on the upper level of the courthouse, a new

ladder will be purchased for the Clerk of Court’s vault and a hole in the ground behind the Senior Center will be filled.  Ben will now be in charge of the county identification cards.


Terry Quick presented the posters with anti-tobacco messages from Grades 5 through 12 for the Board to judge.  There were a total of 52 entries to be judged.


Jared Kountz met to request a road be built north from Ash Creek Road to Highway 200.

The Board noted that it would require a petition and the cost of putting in a bridge across the Redwater would be prohibitive.


The Board reviewed the Slate Architecture fee proposal for the fire hall.  Commissioner

Moos moved to approve the fee proposal that includes design development through the construction administration phase and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed

The adoption of the road policies was tabled until March 26, 2012.


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.
