At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff and Connie Eissinger present. Commissioner Moos arrived late as he was assisting the North Road Department.   Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The March 19, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioners Wolff and Eissinger discussed the oil impact meeting held in Sidney

on Tuesday, March 20th. 


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Eastern Montana Mental Health Center meeting she

attended on March 22nd.


Commissioner Wolff reported on her meeting with Jeff Havens, Dawson County Sanitarian.  


The Board held the first reading of a resolution requiring a permit for encroachment

within McCone County rights-of-way and adopting a permit fee. 


The Board attended the Local Emergency Planning Committee meeting held at the fairgrounds at noon.


Nancy Rosaaen, Sue Good Brown and Sharon Jensen met to discuss whether the Health Center should apply for a grant for a community health worker.  The general consensus was that the funds could be spent in a better way than collecting data.


The meeting was opened to public participation.


Ken Nelson, County Agent, met to discuss fair board business.


Patricia Wilkinson presented a minor subdivision for review.


Greg Nagel met to discuss the possibility of petitioning a road.  He also noted that an individual has allowed his land to become infested with Canada Thistle and Greg would like this reported to the Weed Board.


Sheriff Dave Harris met for review of the Eastern Montana Drug Task Force State and

Inter-Local Task Force Agreement for FY 2013.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Mary Garfield, County Planner, met to discuss right-of-way easements to a minor 

subdivision.


Russell Pederson, Lyle Quick and Ray McCloy met to discuss an agricultural exemption and the possibility of petitioning for a county road.


Jay Wright met to request moving a culvert from one location to another on the Prairie Elk Road. The Board advised him to contact Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, to view the proposal and if Tim decides it is feasible, an encroachment permit application will have to be filed.


Jess Beery, Fire Chief, met to review the Slate Architecture contract.
