Monday, April 2, 2012


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The March 26, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Library Board meeting minutes from March 22nd that she received.


Commissioner Moos reported on the McCone County Health Center preliminary construction meeting he attended  on March 30th.


Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, and Deputy Clerk and Recorder Sherry Kluth

joined the Board to visit with Olness and Associates, P.C., to discuss the schedule of findings

from the FY2011 audit.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Scott Heide met with the Board regarding Weed Department business.


Road Supervisor Dennis Tolan and Leadman Tim McCloy met regarding the need to purchase culverts and to report on the MACRS conference they attended March 26th through

the 29th in Great Falls.  The repairs to a truck at the North Road Department were also discussed.


The Board held the second reading of Resolution #12-04-02 requiring a permit for encroachment within McCone County rights-of-way and adopting a permit fee. Commissioner

Moos moved to approve Resolution #12-04-02 and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board held the first reading on a resolution adopting the procedure and fee to establish, alter or abandon a McCone County road.  The resolution was approved for the second reading.  


The first reading of a resolution amending and updating the McCone County Road Department policies was held.  Revisions were made for the second reading.


The Board considered Russell and Paula Pederson’s request to lift the agricultural exemption for Tract D of Certificate of Survey 245.   Based on County Planner Mary Garfield’s recommendations for conditions for approval, Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the Pederson Tract D Subdivision and Agricultural Covenant subject to satisfactory completion of the five conditions listed.  Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.


The meeting adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
