At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The May 21, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Dennis Tolan, Road Supervisor, and Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, met to discuss road business.  


Paul Skyberg, Deputy Sheriff, met for approval of the 2012 Amendment to the Army

Corp of Engineers Contract for Law Enforcement.  Commissioner Eissinger moved that the county approve the 2012 Amendment in the amount of $29,162.00.  Commissioner Moos seconded and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the amended contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Wolff reported on the LEPC meeting she attended on May 21st and the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health Board meeting she attended on May 24th.


The Board discussed the District meeting they attended in Miles City on May 23rd.


The Board sent a letter of support to Linda Twitchell for funding for the feasibility

study of Sand Creek Winds, LLC.  (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’

files.)


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Water Compact meeting held in Circle on 

May 21st.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Board conference

call on May 22nd.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


The Board reviewed and approved the Predator Control Report for May, 2012.

There were nine coyotes taken in two hours of flying time and eight coyotes taken in

four hours of ground work.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’

files.)


The Board reviewed the FY 2013 Contract for Legal Services for the Council on Aging program.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the contract and Commissioner Moos 

seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Nancy Rosaaen met at the Board’s request to discuss the timing of the Health Center’s article in the Circle Banner on May 24th.  The Board of Commissioners has not passed a resolution placing the requested levy on the November General Election ballot and is not required to make the decision to do so until closer to the August 23rd deadline. 


The Board reviewed the Health Screening Contract for the Council on Aging for

FY 2013.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the contract and Commissioner Eissinger

seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’

files.)


The Board interviewed two applicants for filling the vacancy of the Justice of the Peace position from July 1st to December 31st, 2012.  


Mary Garfield met to discuss the workshops put on by the Technical Assistance Program.

Interim zoning has been the topic of discussion for the county to have a way to review man camps for compliance with subdivision regulations and for establishing a bond for clean up of 

the temporary sites.


The Board appointed Sally Hickok to fill the Justice of the Peace vacancy from July 1, 2012 through December 31, 2012. 


The Board reviewed the Master Contract for Public Health Services between McCone County and the Montana Department of Health and Human Services.  Commissioner Moos

moved to approve the contract and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed

3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Scott Heide met to discuss provisions to be included in the county’s weed plan that must

be completed by June 30, 2012.


The Board received a notice from the Montana State Library that Emily Loberg has been awarded a Library Administrative certificate.


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.
