Monday, June 11, 2012


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The June 4, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Moos reported on the McCone County Health Center building committee meeting he attended on June 7th.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the conference call interviews with attorneys to represent the landowners and counties in the six counties in which the CMR is proposing to close the basin’s water rights.


The Board responded to the auditor’s findings in a letter to the Local Government Services Bureau.  (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Letters were sent to adjacent landowners informing them of a public hearing to be held on June 25, 2012 at 2:00 p.m. at the Courthouse Conference Room for the purpose of considering a petition to establish a county road.  The road is contained in Township 19N, Range 48E, Sections 29 and 30 beginning at Highway 200 W and extending to the Northeast corner of Section 30.  The proposed road will be approximately 5/8 mile in length.  (Copies of the letters are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board voted in favor of a by-law change setting up an Eastern Montana Impact Coalition made up of the Eastern Plains Economic Development Corporation, Richland Economic Development, Southeastern Montana Development Corporation and Great Northern Development Corporation. The goal for the coalition is to work together as a large region to address impacts related to and opportunities associated with development of the area, specifically, but not limited to, natural resources and energy development.  (A copy of the by-law change is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Sue Good Brown, Public Health Nurse, met with the Board to review and approve the Public Health Emergency Preparedness and Training Contract and the Immunization Program Contract.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the contracts and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.   The Board also approved the checklists for the Specimen Transport Plan and the Communicable Disease Reporting Protocol.  (Copies of the contracts are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the delinquent tax list for May, 2012 with $193,685.10 delinquent

in real estate,  $4,639.10 in mobile home and $17,610.83 in personal property taxes.  


Marilyn Mischell met for preliminary budget approval of the Area I Agency on Aging Contract.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the preliminary budget and Commissioner

Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board convened as the Board of County Canvassers to canvass the June 5th, 2012 Primary Election  


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.


The meeting adjourned at 4:30 p.m. to drive to Lewistown for a Montana Association of Oil, Gas and Coal Counties meeting on June 12th.
