Monday, June 25, 2012


The Board of Commissioners held a conference call with the Dawson County

Commissioners and Sanitarian at 9:00 a.m.  


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Commissioner Eissinger was absent to attend meetings in Helena.  Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The June 18, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board met with Jerry Martinson, Sales Representative from Tractor and Equipment,

providing warranty material on the two new CAT road graders.  (Copies of the warranties are

on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Lyle Quick met with the Board concerning the stockyard scale house reconstruction.


Kendall Link, County Attorney, met with the Board to discuss the legal aspects with the scale house reconstruction.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the meeting with the Water Compact Commission concerning water rights on the CMR land and the surrounding area that both Commissioner

Wolff and Eissinger attended on June 20th in Winnett.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Authority Board meeting he attended on June 20th.   


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Ben Fletes, DES Coordinator, met with the Board for approval of FEMA award money 

for narrow band radios for FEMA to be able to disburse the funds. (A copy of the release of 

fund form is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Kyle Groh met with the Board to discuss an approach off of Horse Creek Road.


Russell Pederson and Roger Meyer joined the Board in a conference call to Tara DePuy,

MACo Land Use Attorney, concerning the legal description of a road.


At 2:00 p.m., a public hearing was held by the Board to consider a petition to establish

a county road contained in Township 19 North, Range 49 East, Sections 29 and 30 beginning

at Highway 200 West and extending to the northeast corner of Section 30 with a length of approximately 5/8 mile.

Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the hearing to order.  Present for the hearing were Regan Kirchner, Clint Kirchner, Russell Pederson, Roger Meyers, Tim McCloy and Maridel

Kassner.  

Russell Pederson gave applicant’s testimony.  Russell would like to see the road improved for access for the landowners and to be used as public access for the public.  

Commissioner Wolff distributed the aerial map of the road area being petitioned.

The Road Viewers report was completed by Tim McCloy as Leadman and Janet Wolff as Commissioner for Road District 3.   Tim gave the investigation report as being ½ mile plus 400 feet in sections 29 and 30 of Township 19N, Range 48E.  No gas tax funds have ever been received as of this time for this road.  There are two existing easements on this description and three more easements prepared to be given to the county. Russell Pederson has offered to help with the moving of the fence and any other additional assistance the county might need.  Therefore the road viewers report recommends that due to the existing right-of-way easements on record that the above described road become a county road.  The only negative aspect was that it would only serve three county landowners and one resident as of this time but perhaps more in the future. 


Commissioner Wolff asked the public supporting the petitioned road to speak at this time.  Russell Pederson said that he would like to have the road become a county road.  Clint Kirchner said he has no problem with it becoming a county road if it is maintained as one and especially if the county would receive gas tax funds for it.


Commissioner Wolff asked the public opposing the petitioned road to speak at this time.  No rebuttals were given.


Commissioner Wolff reported that the Commissioners would contact Tara DePuy, MACo

Land Use Attorney, to make sure the process of recording easements and petitions are done in the proper order.


The Commissioners will discuss this at their next meeting with Commissioner

Eissinger present and a decision will be made within the next two weeks.  The current landowners will be sent certified letters of their decision.


The hearing closed at 2:50 p.m.


The Board discussed and decided not to renew the County Sanitarian contract with Brian

Schoof.  A Sanitarian Contract with Dawson County will be accepted for Fiscal Year 2013.


At 3:00 p.m., a public hearing was held by the Board of Commissioners to review imposition of a civil penalty for landowner non-compliance with the Weed District’s Noxious

Weed Management Program.  No one was in attendance at the hearing.


The second reading of Resolution #12-06-25 to establish a civil penalty for noxious weed non-compliance was held.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve Resolution #12-06-25 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 2-0. (A copy of the resolution is on file

in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the Noxious Weed Management Plan for McCone County.   Commissioner Moos moved to approve the Weed Management Plan and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the plan is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board submitted the Commissioner budget request for FY2012 to Maridel Kassner,

Clerk and Recorder.


Commissioner Wolff requested permission to leave the state from June 29th thru July 1, 2012.  The Board granted permission.


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.


The meeting adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
