The Board of Commissioners met at 8:15 a.m. with Stockyard Board members, Charles Nerud and Pat Murphy along with Jack Limesand.  Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder was also present.  Options available for replacement of the scale and estimates for the scale house were discussed.


The Board met at 9:00 a.m. with the Compensation Board members, Jackie Becker, Debra Porter, Kendall Link, Maridel Kassner and Deanna Brost.  Kim Murphy was absent from the meeting. Discussion was held to determine the salaries for all elected officials for FY 2013. 


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.

Cal Hogan met to discuss the cemetery caretaker contract.  Cal offered to take care of the cemetery until the position is filled.


The Board took a call from Sam Gianfrancisco from Morrison Maierle, Inc. regarding the status of the haul route road inspections. Sam will be sending recommendations that Morrison Maierle, Inc. will submit for bridge, road and culvert reinforcements and dust abatement that TransCanada will be doing prior to hauling to the pipeyards.  


The Board approved and signed Voucher #140 for quarterly payroll reports for warrants #24073 through #24074 for a total of $9,376.53.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)
