Monday, July 23, 2012


The Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 a.m. with Stockyard Board members, Charles Nerud, Pat Murphy and Lyle Quick.  Jack Limesand was also present. Estimates were received

from Rockwell and Fairbanks scale companies.  Costs of leveling the site, cement work, gates

and sides for the pens have to be gathered, as these items were not included in the bids.  Discussion ensued regarding getting the scale pit inspected. 


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos and Connie Eissinger present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The July 16, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the School Transportation and Library Board meetings she attended on July 18th.  Commissioner Wolff also reported on the Action for Eastern Montana

Governing Board meeting she attended on July 20th.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the E-911 committee meeting she attended on July 18th and the Great Northern Development Board meeting she attended on July 19th.


The Board wrote a letter thanking Kurt Guldborg for serving on the County Planning Board.  A letter of appointment was sent to Chad Bieber to fill the vacancy on the Planning Board.  (Copies of the letters are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the following budget authority resolutions. Resolution #12-07-23A 

appropriates $10,823.40 from DEQ funds to the Capital Projects Fund. Resolution #12-07-23B

appropriates $8,925.00 from the Montana Aeronautic Grant to the Airport Fund Capital Outlay.

Resolution #12-07-23C appropriates $13,550.71 from Federal Disaster Aid to the Bridge Fund

for reimbursement for culverts. Resolution #12-07-23D appropriates $6,255.36 from STEP Grant funds to the Public Safety Fund.  Resolution #12-07-23E appropriates $1,944.27 from WIRED Funds to the Road Fund.  Resolution #12-07-23F appropriates $42,002.90 from Federal Disaster Aid to the Road Fund for reimbursement of supplies.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve all of the above budget resolutions and Commissioner Eissinger seconded. The motion passed 3-0.  (Copies of the resolutions are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Discussion was held on putting the Health Center levy request on the November General

Election ballot.  The Board will hold the first reading of the resolution on August 6th for the special mill levy to subsidize the operation of the McCone County Health Center for four years on the General Election Ballot.     


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met with the Board to review the Treasurer’s report for June, 2012.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Commissioner Moos left the meeting at 12:00 noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Barb Green, HUB insurance representative, met with the Board to review the Agent Appointment Service Agreement for worker’s compensation.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Wolff seconded the motion.  The motion passed 2-0.

The Board placed calls to Fairbanks, Rockwell and Rocky Mountain Scale Works for further information on their scales.


Doug Shennum joined the Board for a rough estimate for leveling of the scale area and filling in the pit.  


Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, met to discuss the scale house project.


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.


The meeting adjourned at 5:40 p.m.
