The Board reviewed and approved payroll for the month of July, 2012. The Predator Control Report for June and July was reviewed and approved. There

The Board reviewed the delinquent tax list for July, 2012.  Real Estate taxes were delinquent in the amount of  $165,412.51.  Mobile home taxes were delinquent in the amount of $4,433.76.  Personal property taxes were delinquent in the amount of $14, 965.13.
