Monday, August 13, 2012


The Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 a.m. with Stockyard Board members, Charles Nerud, Pat Murphy and Lyle Quick.  Jack Limesand was also present.


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos and Connie Eissinger present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The August 6, 2012 minutes were read and approved as read.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Project committee meeting on August 7th.  

Commissioner Eissinger reported on the road law workshop she attended in Helena on August 7th.  


Dave Kasten and Jess Beery met to discuss the firehall project.  Dave reported that the 100 Club will donate another $95,000 that has been collected and is at the McCone County Federal Credit Union.  Dave has also applied for a $35,000 grant from the Sample Foundation and $5,000 from Farm Credit Services.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Eliza Jane Whitman met to introduce herself and to discuss the access road to the Moats property.


Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, met to discuss the encroachment permit for two approaches for Scott and George Hisdahl.  The application was reviewed.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the encroachment permit for the two approaches on Cow Creek and Commissioner Moos seconded. The motion was passed 3-0.  (A copy of the permit is on file

in the Commissioners’ files.)


Ben and Sam Graves met regarding charges made by county employees at Circle Country Market and not paid by the county.  Graves will send copies of the already charged merchandise and the county will institute a policy for all employees who charge will be required to bring the receipts to the Clerk and Recorder’s office. 

The Board held the second reading of Resolution #12-08-13 to place the special mill

levy to improve, maintain and/or subsidize the operation of the McCone County Health Center

on the General Election ballot.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve Resolution #12-08-13 and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board approved the cancellation of an outstanding Treasurer’s check in the amount of $551.79 that will be reissued.  (A copy of the approval letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board received a letter of acceptance of the county’s response and corrective actions related to the audit report for McCone County for FY 2011.  (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the employee salary options for the FY2013 budget.  


Commissioner Moos left the meeting at 3:30 p.m.


The Board worked on a resolution to present to MACo regarding up-front funding of impacts from oil exploration and production.


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.
