Monday, August 20, 2012


The Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 a.m. with Stockyard Board member Pat Murphy.  Jack Limesand and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, were also present.  An update on the scale house demolition was discussed.


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos and Connie Eissinger present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the Great Northern Development Corporation Executive Board meeting she attended on August 17th.  


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Action for Eastern Montana annual meeting she attended on August 16th.


The Board approved Voucher #1003 for warrants #41669 through #41670 for a total amount of $10,888.83.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Report for July, 2012, for approval.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)   Jackie also presented the Circle and Vida school budgets for Board approval.  Jackie will be out of the state from August 29th through September 8th.


Jess Beery, Fire Chief, met to discuss the funding of the fire hall.  Maridel Kassner,

Clerk and Recorder, joined the meeting.  Jess reported that the 100 Club is guaranteeing $220,000, plus the $115,000 that has been applied for in grants but would like the county to use the grant money available first.  The county will need a letter of guarantee and will in turn guarantee that if the grant funds are received, they will be used first and the 100 Club will be reimbursed the $115,000.  A call was placed to Slate Architecture and advertisement dates were set with the bid opening on October 4th, 2012.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


The Board met with Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, to discuss the placement of a sign for Meadowlark Road.  After consultation with Dennis Tolan, Road Foreman, the Board agreed

that the sign had been placed properly.


Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, joined the Board for budget meetings with department heads.


The Board met with Dennis Tolan, Road Foreman, and Tim McCloy, Road Leadman,

to review the Road, Bridge and Gas Tax Funds budget requests for FY2013.


Sue Good Brown met to review the Public Health Department and the McCone County Tobacco Use Prevention Plan budgets.


The Commissioners reviewed their budget, the Information Technology budget and the Museum budget for FY 2013.  Salaries were reviewed and Maridel will see if the proposals will fit within the county’s budget limitations.


The Board reviewed the daily time logs from the road department.


The Board received a phone call from Mary Anderson, TransCanada representative, who invited the Board to an open house addressing the transportation of 30 to 50 miles of pipe to a 

pipe yard at the former St. Marie Air Force Base.  The open house will be on September 24th from 11:00 a.m. to 2:00 p.m. at the Cottonwood Inn in Glasgow.


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.


The meeting adjourned at 5:15 p.m.
