Monday, August 27, 2012


The Board of Commissioners met at 8:30 a.m. with Jack Limesand and Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, to receive an update on the scale house repairs.  


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos and Connie Eissinger present.  Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The August 13, 20, and 23, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected. 


Tim McCloy, Leadman, met to discuss road issues.  The slab on Cow Creek will be

replaced with two large culverts.


Jess Beery, Fire Chief, met to review the Fire Department budget for FY2013.  Also discussed were the fire hall and the contract with Geotechnical Services recommended by the architect.  


Doug Shennum met regarding the scale house.


Sheriff Dave Harris met to discuss several public safety issues.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


County Attorney Kendall Link met to discuss the tower rent contract.  The issues involving the condensation of the heat pumps and the responsibility between the architect and contractor were also discussed.  


The Board met with the maintenance and janitorial personnel to discuss changes in duties.  


The Board reviewed the proposal for soil testing in the amount of $5,500 for Geotechnical Services for the McCone County Fire Hall.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the contract and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Roger Schara met regarding the Junk Vehicle Graveyard.  The contractor hired by the state to crush vehicles left a mess when he was here.  Roger stated that he would not continue to contract his land for the Junk Vehicle Program. 


The Board reviewed the Cemetery Maintenance Contract.  Nita Crockett has agreed to maintain the cemetery.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the contract for FY2013

and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board approved Voucher #1004 for warrant #41671 for a fuel bid in the amount of

$14,213.48.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Fire Chief Jess Beery met with the Board regarding the RFP for the Fire Hall.  Corrections were made and Slate Architecture was contacted.


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the hour.


The meeting adjourned at 5:10 p.m.
