Monday, October 1, 2012


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff, James Moos and Connie Eissinger present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The September 17th and 27th, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected. 


The Board discussed the meetings and workshops attended at the annual MACo Conference

held last week in Great Falls.  


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, presented the cash report for August, 2012.  The Board approved the report.  Jackie also presented a record disposal request for the Board’s approval.  (A copy of the

cash report and the disposal request is file in the Commissioners’ files).


Jackie also reported on options for technical assistance.  The IT committee will review the

options and make a recommendation to the Board of Commissioners.


In addition, Jackie discussed connecting the courthouse to wireless internet for the purpose

of assisting the landmen researching mineral rights.  Commissioner Eissinger moved that the county add wireless internet with the understanding that there will be a secure pass code and a fee of $10.00 per month for the use of the service.  Commissioner Moos seconded and the motion passed 3-0.  Jackie will

contact Ron McCloy to get this set up and will draw up an agreement for usage of the wireless internet.


Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, joined the meeting.  Jackie discussed issues with banking services for the county.  Wells Fargo has discontinued deferring the fees for the county, which will amount to a projected $604.91 per month charge.  Jackie is negotiating the fees with Redwater Valley Bank if the county was to transfer the accounts there.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve Jackie’s continued negotiations and authorized her to open an account with Redwater Valley Bank. Commissioner Moos seconded the motion.   Motion passed 3-0.  The Board signed letters authorizing signatures on checks and authorizing Jackie to open, maintain and close accounts at Redwater Valley Bank.  (Copies of the letters are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Maridel presented the Final Budget Document for Fiscal Year 2013 for the Board’s review and approval.


Maridel also reported that John Isaacs had visited with her about the dumpster at the courthouse.

The dumpster needs repair due to the ashes disposed in it over the years.  The Board agreed that John

Isaacs will take it to Circle Machine Works for repair.  


The Board considered an agreement between McCone County and the 100 Club.  Commissioner

Moos moved to approve the agreement to reimburse the 100 Club if grant funds are received from the

Great Northern Development Corporation.  Commissioner Eissinger seconded the motion.  Motion passed 3-0.


The work/task order with New Fields Companies, LLC for the old hospital tank was tabled

to the next meeting pending review by Kendall Link, County Attorney.


 The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met to discuss an issue concerning the permitting of gravel pits.  She is also working on the updated rural addressing map.  

The Board met with Dave Hinnaland, Dwight Heser and Jay Wright, members of the Predator Control Board.  Rex Sikveland, Predator Control Contractor, was also present.  Rex served notice that he would like to be released from the Predator Control Contract as of January, 2013.  The Predator Control Board will be making some calls to investigate the APHIS program, as well as checking with Prairie and

Garfield counties on the effectiveness of APHIS in their counties.  A public meeting will be held at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, November 6, 2012.


Ed Butcher met to discuss an agricultural issue.


The Board took a phone call from the Valley County Sanitarian.  He is too busy to contract with McCone County.


The Board adjourned at 5:10 p.m. and met with Jess Beery, Fire Chief, and the Fire Hall Construction committee.
