At the hour of 9:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in administrative session with Janet Wolff, Connie Eissinger and James Moos present. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.


The November 5, 2012 minutes were approved as corrected.


The Board reviewed and approved payroll for the month of October, 2012.   Voucher #4 for warrants #24229 through #24274 were issued in the amount of $34,686.95 and Voucher #1016 for automatic deposits made in the amount of $44,563.93 for a total of $79,250.88.  (Copies of the vouchers and payroll register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Payroll Deduction Voucher #1017 for warrants #24275 through #24282 in the amount of $32,663.48 was reviewed and approved. Voucher #1018 for a payroll deduction in the amount of

$809.68 for warrant #24283 was reviewed and approved. (Copies of the vouchers are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Warrant #24281 was voided due to the wrong vendor being paid.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved county claims for the month of October, 2012.  Voucher #1019 for warrants #70001 through #70080 for the amount of $66,037.45 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


The officers’ reports for October, 2012 were reviewed and approved for Sheriff, Clerk of Court, Clerk and Recorder and Justice Court.  (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved time sheets for October, 2012 for the employees under the supervision of the County Commissioners.


The Predator Control Report for October, 2012 was reviewed and approved.  It was reported that there were 23 coyotes taken in 10 hours of flying time and 12 coyotes taken in 116 hours of groundwork. (A copy of the Predator Control Report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board met with Michael Rinaldi of Tumblewood Environmental Inc. and signed the proposal to provide Contract Sanitarian Services for McCone County through December 2013.
