Monday, December 3, 2012


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff and James Moos present. Commissioner Eissinger was absent attending a MACo Executive Board meeting in Helena. Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The November 26, 2012 minutes were approved as read. 


Kendall Link, County Attorney, met with the Board concerning the McCone County On-Site Wastewater Treatment Regulations and the Roosevelt County radio tower lease.


The Board received a phone call from Morrison Maierle concerning testing of haul route roads for the Keystone Pipeline.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Dennis Tolan, Road Supervisor, and Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, met with the Board to discuss road issues.


Nancy Stempel, GIS coordinator, met to update the Board about the GIS Department.


Commissioner Wolff reported about the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health Center Board meeting she attended on November 29, 2012.


The Board met with the Predator Control Board; Mike Foster, USDA-APHIS Wildlife Services; and representatives from Dawson and Richland counties met on November 29, 2012 at 7:00 p.m. to discuss predator control options.  (Minutes from the meeting are attached.)


Martin DeWitt, Linda Twitchell and Tory Matejovsky from Great Northern Development Corporation met with the Board and Maridel L. Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, concerning Fire Hall funding.


The 2nd reading of the resolution establishing wastewater regulations was tabled until the next regular meeting on December 10, 2012 in order for Kendall Link, County Attorney, to give his opinion.


The Board tabled the MDT Secondary Roads program priority project and project ranking requests. 


The Board discussed the Communications Site Use Agreement of Deadman’s Butte Radio Site with Roosevelt County.  Commissioner Moos made a motion to approve the agreement and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Moos reported he will be out of the state December 6th through December 16th. 


Approval of the Slate Architecture contract was tabled.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
