Monday, December 17, 2012


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Janet Wolff and Connie Eissinger present. Commissioner Moos was absent on personal business.  Presiding Officer Janet Wolff called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was amended and approved to add the Treasurer’s Report.  


The December 10, 2012 minutes were read and approved as corrected. 


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met to present the Treasurer’s Report for November 2012.


The Cash and Expenditure Reports for November 2012 were reviewed.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Library Board meeting she attended on December 12, 2012.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the Great Northern Development Corporation executive board meeting she attended December 14, 2012. 


Pam Walling, MACo Health Care Trust representative, met to discuss health insurance, medical trends and the health care reform updates. 


Commissioner Moos joined the meeting at 11:45 a.m.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


The Board phoned Mike Foster with Wildlife Services to arrange for a contract for predator control services to cover McCone County for aerial hunting.


Sheriff Dave Harris met to discuss the security wall at the John Vejtasa Building and other law enforcement issues.


Library Board members, Terry Quick, Nancy Stempel, Kerry Eissinger and Paula Pederson met with the Board of Commissioners.  Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, also joined the meeting. Library building repairs were discussed.  It was decided to involve Terry Pawlowski to do a walk-thru and make recommendations as well as hiring BCE Structural engineers to do an investigation.


An encroachment permit for an approach off Public Road 253 was approved.  


The Board took a call from Michael Rinaldi regarding updates to the wastewater regulations.


The Board took a call from Mike Foster with Wildlife Services who reported that he would send the county a Memorandum of Understanding to control predators from January 1st through June 30th, 2013.  A meeting of landowners will be set for January 3, 2013 at 7:00 p.m. to explain the program and obtain landowner permits for aerial hunting.


Kendall Link, County Attorney, joined the Board to approve the transfer of non-primary entitlement funds to Phillips County Regional Airport Authority for their airport project.   Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the transfer of funds and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The second reading of the resolution for wastewater regulations was tabled until December 24th due to additional changes.


The Board reviewed the proposal from Beaudette Consulting Engineers (BCE) to investigate the structural problems of the Library Building.  Commissioner Moos moved to approve the proposal and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0. (A copy of the signed proposal is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting adjourned at 5:38 p.m.
