Tuesday, January 22, 2013


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James

Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The January 14, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected. 


Commissioner Wolff reported on the IT committee meeting she attended on January 16th and

the Action for Eastern Montana Governing Board meeting she attended on January 18th. 


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the MACo Executive Board conference call that was held January 21st to discuss the week’s legislative agenda.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met with the Board to review and approve the Treasurer’s Cash Report

for December, 2012.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board held the second reading of Resolution #13-01-22A for establishing re-organization of the Board of Commissioners, Resolution #13-01-22B establishing per diem and mileage rates for calendar year 2013, Resolution #13-01-22C establishing the daily rate of credit for incarceration, Resolution #13-01-22D fixing the fees of the Sheriff for services provided, Resolution #13-01-22E setting the meeting days of the Board of County Commissioners and Resolution #13-01-22F for establishing the office hours for Justice Court.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the annual resolutions for 2013 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (Copies of the resolutions are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board held the first reading of the resolution setting the office hours of McCone County for calendar year 2013. The resolution was approved for the second reading and the public hearing will be held on January 28th at 2:00 p.m.


Commissioner Moos and Wolff attended a noon meeting of the Local Emergency Planning committee. 


Commissioner Eissinger participated  in a noon conference call with the National Association of Counties Labor and Employment Steering Committee regarding the upcoming Legislative Conference in Washington D.C.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


The Board reappointed Lyle Quick to the District II Alcohol and Drug Program Governing Board for 2013. (A copy of the letter of appointment is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board met with Michael Rinaldi, County Sanitarian; Mary Garfield, County Planner; Bud Anderson, Dan Forbes and Ken Farr with TransCanada; Rick Perkins, TransCanada Camp Construction Administrator; Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder and Kendall Link, County Attorney to discuss the future plans of the TransCanada Keystone project.  Governor Heineman has approved the reroute of the pipeline through Nebraska.  TransCanada is hoping for the presidential permit approval in April.  

The warm weather crew camp for McCone County is not scheduled to begin until the spring of 2014. There will be between 600-1000 personnel within the camp, which will consist of 50 acres for the camp and 30 acres for the contractors’ yard. The camp will be considered a closed camp with a dining room and a medical facility with a zero tolerance code of conduct.  The camp will be fenced with 24/7 guarded security.  The personnel will be bused to the worksite Monday through Saturday.  The camp will consist of twenty different buildings. The first season will consist of construction workers and the second season will be the restoration workers.  A bus trip for city and county personnel will be planned to visit an existing crew camp.

The pre-assessment of the haul route roads in McCone County are almost complete. 


The resolution adopting zoning for workforce housing was reviewed.  The Commissioners will take the resolution under consideration and a public hearing on the resolution will be held in the near future.


A stakeholder meeting with TransCanda will be held either the first or third week of February in Circle.


Michael Rinaldi, County Sanitarian, met with the Board to discuss the Junk Vehicle Program.  

Commissioner Eissinger moved to drop the Junk Vehicle Program for McCone County.  Commissioner

Wolff seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0. 


Mary Garfield, County Planner, joined the meeting.  The McCone County Zoning for Workforce Housing Facilities document will be reviewed and amended if needed by the County Planning Board for recommendation to the Commissioners.  


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day. 


The meeting adjourned at 5:45 p.m.
