Monday, January 28, 2013

At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The January 22, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected. 


Roger Schara met to report that one of the hanging propane furnaces at the fire hall has burned out.  The Board approved replacing the furnace.


Paula Eberling, Victim/Witness Representative, met with the Board to review and approve the Interlocal Agreement for the Victim/Witness Program in the 7th Judicial District.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Commissioner Wolff reported on the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health Center Board meeting she

attended on January 24th.


Commissioner Eissinger participated in a MACo Executive Committee legislative conference call at noon. 


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Ben Fletes, DES representative, met for approval for FEMA’s Hazard Mitigation Grant Program.  

Commissioner Eissinger moved to accept the FEMA grant and approved the county’s matching funds with Benjamin Fletes appointed as McCone County’s Agent. Commissioner Wolff seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the grant is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Dennis Tolan, Road Superintendent, met to discuss road department business.


The Board approved the purchase of a new computer for the Senior Center at the request of the Council on Aging and Patti Schipman, Senior Center Director.  


At 2:00 p.m. Commissioner Moos opened the public hearing on setting the office hours for calendar year 2013. There was no attendance at the hearing so the hearing was closed at 2:10 p.m.


The Board held the second reading of Resolution #13-01-28 setting the office hours of McCone County, Montana, for Calendar Year 2013. Commissioner Wolff moved to adopt Resolution #13-01-28 and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0. (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Todd Whitney met to discuss the purlins at the John Vejtasa building.  His assessment noted that the purlins must have been twisted prior to anchoring them down during construction and that the roof is stable in spite of that.  He will check into the cause for some leakage in the conference room and the entry. 


Mary Garfield, County Planner, met to request hiring a temporary employee to retype the subdivision regulations. The Board approved the request.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
