At the hour of 10:15 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The February 5, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board held the first reading of the resolution authorizing participation in the Montana Board of Investment Intercap Loan for the purchase of the 2013 Ford F-250 pickup for the South Road Department. The second reading and action on the resolution will be held on Monday, February 25, 2013. 


Dennis Tolan, Road Supervisor, and Tim McCloy, Leadman, met to review the road priority list. The Board approved repair of a 160H Grader for approximately $8,000.  (A copy of the priority list is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met for the Board’s review of the grant application for the Montana Land Information Act Grant for FY 2014, assigning addresses to oil infrastructure in McCone County.


The Board reviewed the Cash Report and Expenditure Report for January, 2013.  (A copy of these reports are on file in the Clerk and Recorders’ files.)


The Board discussed the meetings and workshops attended at the MACo Midwinter Conference in Helena the week of February 11th, 2013.

The Board reviewed the purchase of new computer drives for the courthouse daily backup system. Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the purchase and Commissioner Eissinger seconded. The motion passed 

3-0.


The Board reviewed and signed the cooperative agreement between MT Dept. of Public Health and Human Services and the Board of Health for establishing a payment schedule for disbursing funds from the inspections of licensed establishments in McCone County. (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board met with the Safety Committee to discuss the opportunities for safety training and to hear the safety issue concerns.



Patti Schipman, Senior Center Director, met to discuss the drainage issues between the Larson’s True Value building addition and the Senior Center building.


Kendall Link, County Attorney, met to advise the Board on language in the fire hall bid package.


Dan Forbes, TransCanada Representative, met with the Board to review a new permit for two temporary approaches on the Spring Creek Road.  The Board will forward the request to Tim McCloy, Road Leadman.  


The Board reviewed the plans for the fire hall and noted questions to ask Slate Architecture.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
