Tuesday, February 25, 2013


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The February 19, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.

Dennis Tolan, Road Supervisor, met to discuss road issues.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met with the Board to review and approve the Treasurer’s Report for January, 2013.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board held the second reading of Resolution #13-02-25 authorizing participation in the Montana Board of Investment Intercap Loan for the purchase of the 2013 Ford F-250 pickup for the South Road Department. Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve Resolution #13-02-25 and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  Commissioner Moos signed the Loan Agreement.  (A copy of the resolution is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, Jackie Becker, Treasurer, and David Morton, Black Mountain Software Customer Solutions Coordinator, met to discuss a possible change in county software.


Commissioner Moos signed the request for reimbursement from the State of Montana DES for the radios purchased for narrow band compliances.


Sheriff Dave Harris met to discuss a service offered by Mid-Rivers to deploy proactive measures for safety and protection of employees and property.


Mary Bloom and Todd Yeager, BLM Representatives, met to discuss the Resource Management Plan for Eastern Montana.  Public meetings on the plan are scheduled for the second week in May with comments due in June.


The Board took a call from Scott Cromwell with Slate Architect to finalize plans for the fire hall before advertising for bids.


The Board reviewed correspondence the remainder of the day. 


Commissioners Moos and Wolff met with Stockyard Board members at 5:30 p.m.  Present for the meeting were Chuck Nerud, Lyle Quick, Pat Murphy and Todd Whitney.  Discussion followed about the insurance settlement and the replacement of the scale house.  Todd will draw up plans and arrange to meet with the boards to finalize them.  Todd will apply for the building permit and will notify the boards as to when he can begin construction.  The State building permit fee and charges for rent for the temporary building from Farmers Elevator will be claimed to State Farm insurance as part of the scale house damages.  An ad will be ran in the Circle Banner for two weeks prior to construction to let producers know that the scale will be out of service until completion.
