Monday, March 11, 2013


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos and Connie Eissinger present. Commissioner Wolff 

was absent for personal reasons.  Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. 

The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The March 7, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The delinquent tax report for the month of February was reviewed with $169,695.12 delinquent in real estate, $5,356.31 in personal property and $4,315.54 in mobile home taxes.


The Board reviewed the expenditure report for February, 2013.


Ernie Carlson met to review the horse pasture lease for a term of three years and is effective from July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2015.  (A copy of the lease is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Kevin Hanking and Andrew Pershern from ASI and Chris Pahee from MK Weeden

Construction met regarding the Tower Hill permits for the Fort Peck Dam spillway repair project.  Dennis Tolan, Road Supervisor, and Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, met with the Board for approval on the road use agreements with ASI and MK Weeden Construction. Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the road use agreements with MK Weeden Construction and ASI.  Commissioner Moos seconded the motion and the motion passed 2-0. The Board was advised that this would be a two to three year project.  (Copies of the agreements are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Dennis Tolan, Road Supervisor, and Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, met to request speed and weight limits be placed on certain county roads.  The Board will publish a notice and law enforcement will be contacted.


Commissioner Eissinger participated in a legislative conference call with MACo leadership.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Todd Whitney met with some concerns about the bid package for the firehall project.

The Board will place a call to Slate Architecture for some explanations.


Frank Wright visited with the Board about road concerns.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the NACo Legislative Conference she attended in Washington, D.C. from March 1st to March 6th.  Commissioner Eissinger reported on the visits to the State Department on behalf of the Keystone XL Pipeline and also the discussions held with the congressional delegation.


Ken Nelson, County Agent, met regarding some issues with the fair kitchen.

The Board reviewed the Approach Permit with Keystone XL Pipeline for the Spring Creek Road.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the permit and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the permit is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Mary Garfield, County Planner, met with the Board to review the Porter Minor Subdivision with Mary’s recommendations.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the 

Porter Minor Subdivision with the following conditions: 


1)  An onsite wastewater (septic and sewer) permit be acquired from the sanitarian.

      The permit or letter of approval from the sanitarian must be filed and recorded with  

      the final plat.                                                                                                           

2)  Existing utilities servicing the parcel must be shown on the final plat.

3)  Indicate on the final plat the Horse Creek flood area within the 20.19 acre tract of      

 land.

4) A physical address obtained from the GIS Department is required.

Commissioner Moos seconded the motion and the motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the letter with the recommendations is on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


Jess Beery, Roger Schara and David Pawlowski met with the Board to discuss the 

firehall bid proposal.  A call was placed to Slate Architecture to remove some of the requirements and clarify some of the items listed in the bid which were not approved by the 

Firemen or the Commissioners.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
