Monday, March 18, 2013


The Board met at 9:00 a.m. with the Stockyard Board members, Pat Murphy and Chuck Nerud.  Todd Whitney and Roger Schara met to finalize the plans for the construction of the stockyard building.


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The March 11, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board reviewed the cash report for February, 2013.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the MACo Health Care Trust conference call setting the premium rates for FY2014.


Commissioner Eissinger also reported on her findings of conflicts with the project manual and drawings for the fire hall.  Slate Architecture will be contacted to remove some 

of the unnecessary requirements.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Gordon and Mary Ann Garpestad met to review the ten-year lease for parking at the 

FSA Building. Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the lease and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the lease is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Dave Hinnaland met to check the status of the cattle petition.

Maridel Kassner, Clerk & Recorder, met to discuss setting the precinct boundaries following the adoption of the 2013 Legislative Districts.  All of McCone County will be in HD 37 and SD 19.  All three precinct boundaries will remain unchanged.

Terry Quick, Kerry Eissinger and Nancy Stempel, Library Board members, met to

discuss a survey to be sent out to the citizens of McCone County regarding the future of the Library. 

Mary Garfield, County Planner, presented the Urton Minor Subdivision for the Board to review.  Commissioner Eissinger moved that the minor subdivision be approved with the following conditions:

1. DEQ approval certificate or an onsite wastewater (septic and sewer) permit or letter of approval be acquired from the sanitarian.

2. Delete the Sanitarian approval certificate from the final plat.  A separate DEQ letter or sanitarian letter is adequate for filing purposes.

3. Legal access to the lot is acquired from Hwy 13 to existing road.  Depending on the type of legal access sought, legal access documents may require the filing of separate documents involving easements or road petitions, etc.

4. Add Road Petition #A-737 instead of McCone County Easement and delete Jensen Road depicted on the plat and within the legal description.

5. Indicate on the final plat the Redwater River flood area within the tract of land.

6. The title guarantee indicates J. Brody Ranch, Inc. as the owner of record.  The final plat landowner be corrected to J. Brody Ranch, Inc.

7. Urton Minor Subdivision is to be added to the title block.

8. Final mylar and paper plat recording also contain a state planes digital format file (or email digital file to GIS Department.)

9. A physical address to be obtained from the GIS Department is required.

Commissioner Wolff seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the letter of findings and conclusions for the Urton Minor Subdivision is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Eissinger left the meeting at 4:30 p.m. to attend a State Workforce Investment Board meeting in Billings.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, presented the Treasurer’s Cash Report for February, 2013 for the Board’s review.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
