Monday, April 1, 2013


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The March 25, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


The Board met with Auditor Brent Olness to advise him regarding the issues involving the fire hall bids and to ask for his recommendations.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health Center Board meeting she attended in Glendive on March 28, 2013.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the JPA/JPIA training held in Miles City on March 27, 2013.


The Board tabled the appointment of the Drug and Alcohol Governing Board member.


The Board accepted the official resignation of Lisa Fletes as Vejtasa and Senior Center Janitor and Ben Fletes as DES Coordinator and Courthouse Janitor as of March 31, 2013.


The Board reviewed the recommendations of the Insurance Committee regarding participation in the Wellness Clinic for the MACo Health Care Trust members, tentatively scheduled for May 1, 2013.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the recommendation

and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.


The Board reviewed the Health Care plans recommended by the Insurance Committee for Fiscal Year 2014.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the plans presented by the committee and Commissioner Eissinger seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3-0.  


Commissioner Eissinger participated in a MACo Executive Board legislative session conference call at noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Todd Whitney met to review the bid for the fire hall.


Jeff Schaefer of Farmers Union Oil met for the Board’s approval to put a sign at the corner of Highway 200 and Highway 253.  The Board gave their approval.


The Board appointed Larry Schipman to fill the vacancy on the Stockyard Board.

The Board reviewed the zoning compliance application for the Redwater Sand and Gravel, LLC, and concurs with the County Attorney’s findings.


The Board composed ads for the janitor and Deputy DES Coordinator positions and updated the job description for the janitorial position.


The Board discussed the bid opening for the fire hall project held on March 28th.  Bids were received as follows:



General Contractors from Billings - $816,103



Whitney Construction from Circle - $628,440



Oswood Construction from Great Falls - $799,000



Sletten Construction from Great Falls - $978,300



Rotherham Construction from Bozeman - $773,400



Kringen Construction from Sidney - $815,500

Whitney Construction was the preliminary lowest bidder on the fire hall project.  The bids were taken under advisement and will be reviewed by the County Attorney. (A copy of the bid tabulation sheet is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
