Monday, May 6, 2013

The Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met at 8:30 a.m. in administrative session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.


The Board reviewed and approved payroll for the month of April, 2013. Voucher #12 for warrants #80247 through #80286 were issued in the amount of $30,382.57 and Voucher #1039 for automatic deposits made in the amount of $41,841.89 for a total of $72,224.46.  (Copies of the vouchers and payroll register are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Payroll Deduction Voucher #1041 for warrants #80287 through #80293 in the amount of $26,522.63 was reviewed and approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved county claims for the month of April, 2013.  Voucher #1042 for warrants #70554 through #70640 for the amount of $111,478.26 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the claim register and voucher are on file in the Commissioners’ files.) 


The officers’ reports for April, 2013 were reviewed and approved for the Sheriff, Clerk of Court, and Clerk and Recorder. (Copies of the reports are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved time sheets for April, 2013 for the employees and department heads under the supervision of the County Commissioners.


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session.   


The April 22, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Jim Muskovich, JPIA/JPA Loss Control Specialist, met to introduce himself and to inform the Board of safety trainings that will soon be available through MACo.


Kendall Link, County Attorney, joined the Board to discuss the Quit Claim Deed that would transfer the lots purchased for the firehall to the McCone 100 Club, Inc.  The need for a memorandum of understanding for the conditions under which the county will accept the return of the lots and the firehall upon completion of the project was discussed.  Action on the Quit Claim Deed was tabled until next week upon Kendall’s completion of the MOU.


The Board joined the Board of Health meeting at noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Paul Skyberg, Deputy Sheriff, met with the Board to review the Army Corps of Engineers Contract for law enforcement services at Fort Peck Lake for the period of May 24, 2013 through September 2, 2013. Commissioner Eissinger moved that the Law Enforcement Services Agreement with the Army Corps of Engineers for $30,685.90 for the lake season be approved. Commissioner Wolff seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Paul also presented samples of county identification cards for the Board to consider.


The Board reviewed and approved a claim for reimbursement for the old hospital tank correction

mitigation for $522.30.  (A copy of the claim is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Erin Haynie, DES Coordinator, met for the Board to review the Notice of Intent for an Emergency Management Performance Grant for $17,940.00.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve

the Notice of Intent and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the notice is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Erin also updated the Board as to some of the projects she is working on for disaster and emergency services.


The Board signed the agreements for Home Delivered and Congregate Meals with the McCone County Health Center and K-N-4J’s Catering for Fiscal Year 2014.  (Copies of the agreements are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board signed the special use permit from the CMR Wildlife Refuge to maintain certain roads through the CMR.  (A copy of the permit is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the Safety Committee meeting she attended on April 24th with safety committee members and Emelia McEwen, MACo Senior Loss Control Specialist. 


The Board wrote a letter to BLM requesting an extension of the comment period on the draft 

resource management plan. (Copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day. 


The meeting adjourned at 5:15 p.m.
