Monday, May 13, 2013


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos and Connie Eissinger present.  Commissioner Wolff was absent for personal reasons. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The May 6, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the BLM scoping meeting she attended in Terry on May 8th.  Commissioner Eissinger also reported on the Library Board meeting and the E-911 committee meeting she attended on May 9th.


The Board considered the Quit Claim Deed for the lots owned by McCone County to be transferred to the McCone 100 Club.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the Quit Claim Deed and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the Quit Claim Deed is on file in the Commissionrs’ files.)


The Board approved a claim for the cemetery contract for April, 2013.  Voucher #1043 for warrant #70641 in the amount of $666.67 was signed at this time.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the cash report and the expenditure report for April, 2013.


The Board reviewed and approved the Justice Court report for April, 2013.  (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Dennis Tolan, Road Supervisor, met to discuss maintenance of cabin roads at Fort Peck Lake.


The Board reviewed an encroachment permit for Ilene Kluth. Commissioner Moos and Dennis Tolan signed the approved permit.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met for the Board to review and approve the Treasurer’s report for April, 2013. (A copy of the report is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


The Board visited the new stockyard building and viewed blocks that may be considered for sidewalks under the CTEP program.


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met to update the Board on the addressing to correspond with the Bulberry at dispatch.  Nancy has also been working on the weed data with Mary Garfield.  The county map is nearing completion.


The Board considered the cabin roads that will be requested for maintenance by the Army

Corp of Engineers.  A letter was written requesting a maintenance agreement for the lake roads located in McCone County under the jurisdiction of the Army Corps of Engineers.  (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board wrote a letter of support for the Great Northern Development Corporation MicroBusiness Program.  (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board considered the E-911 committee request for the purchase of a new server for Dispatch and Law Enforcement in the amount of  $2,794.32.  The Board approved the purchase.  

The Board reviewed the agreement between the McCone 100 Club and McCone County for the erection of a new fire hall.  David Kasten, McCone 100 Club President, joined the meeting and signed the agreement at this time.  The Agreement and Quit Claim Deed were presented to the Clerk and Recorder for recording.  (Copies of the Agreement and Quit Claim Deed are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)
