Tuesday, May 28, 2013


The Board met with the Predator Control Board at 9:00 a.m. with Dave Hinnaland and Dwight Heser present.  A June 17th deadline was set for returning signed petitions for increasing the predator control fees for cattle from $.50 to $2.00 in order to fund the county’s predator control program.


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Commissioner Moos was absent for personal reasons.  Acting Presiding Officer Connie Eissinger called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The May 20, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Gary Pfiefle met to offer his services to complete the DNRC easements for McCone County.  The Board will consider his offer and will review the budget and get back to him at a later date.


Dan Forbes met with the Board to review approach permits with TransCanada Keystone Pipeline, LP.  The Board will refer the permits to Dennis Tolan, Road Supervisor, and Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, for review.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, met regarding road business.


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met for the Board’s approval regarding updating her software to Arc Editor and is requesting the purchase of a computer.  The Board requested quotes prior to their approval.  


The Board signed a Modification to the service contract between McCone County and Area I Agency on Aging.


The Board sent a letter of support for funding for the Montana Cooperative Development

Corporation.


The Board considered an agreement with Harris Spraying Inc. to compensate the county for a Qualified Reserve Officer to cover some of the shifts Sheriff Dave Harris would be scheduled to work for June, July, August and possibly September.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the agreement and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the agreement is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day. 


The meeting adjourned at 3:11 p.m.
