The June 3, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, met to discuss road business and budget.


Sue Good Brown met to report that she has applied for and received a grant for $12,600

for immunization billing.  She and Terry Quick will be attending training on the program next week.  They will also be attending the Summer Institute in Missoula in July for additional training.  The Board signed the Task Order 14-07-4-31-169-0 between the Montana Department of Public Health and Human Services and the McCone County Health Department for the billing of the immunization program for the period of July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2019.
