Monday, June 24, 2013


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos and Janet Wolff present. Commissioner Eissinger was absent to attend MACo meetings in Helena.  Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The June 17, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Montana Association of Oil, Gas and Coal Counties annual meeting held in Lewistown on June 18, 2013, which she and Commissioner Eissinger attended. Commissioner Wolff also reported on the Land Use Legislative Update and Subdivision Training held in Lewistown on June 19, 2013, which she and Commissioner Eissinger attended.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, requested that two Treasurer’s checks be cancelled due to being lost and replacement checks will be issued.  The Board approved her request.  (A copy of the cancellation is on file in the Commissioners’ files.


The Board met with Randy Sanders and Chris Pileski, Montana DNRC representatives, concerning volunteer firefighters’ workers’ compensation.


Jay Wright discussed the Predator Control petition with the Board.  

The Board reviewed the Health Screening Contract with LaDonna Haber for the Action Program for FY14.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the contract and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Dennis Tolan, Road Foreman, met with the Board concerning road issues.


Voucher #1049 for warrant #70733 in the amount of $9,870.00 to Farmers Union Oil Company for fuel was approved.  (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the DPHHS Task Order (Contract #14-07-3-31-045-0) for the Montana Tobacco Use Prevention Program in the amount of $22,982.00.  Commissioner Wolff made a motion to approve the contract and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the DPHHS Task Order (Contract #14-07-6-11-032-0) for Health Preparedness for Public Health.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the contract and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


The Board reviewed the petition of resident cattle owners having 54% of the cattle in the county signing the petition to increase the license fee from $.50/head/year to $2.00/head/year for the Predatory Animal Control Program in accordance with 81-7-601 through 81-7-604, MCA. Commissioner Wolff moved to increase the cattle predator control fee from $.50/head/year to $2.00/head/year to continue from year to year.  Commissioner Moos seconded the motion and the motion passed 2-0.  Per recommendation by the Predator Control Board, the Board will contract with Montana Wildlife Services to conduct the McCone County Predator Control Program for both ground and aerial hunting.


Marilyn  Mischel, Action for Eastern Montana Program Specialist, met with the Board to discuss the Area I Agency on Aging Preliminary Contract for FY14 in the amount of $5,324.00.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the preliminary contract and Commissioner Moos seconded.  The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met with the board to discuss the GIS Coordinator job description.


The Board wrote a letter to the Montana Department of Livestock requesting the State Predator Control funding be sent to the Montana Wildlife Services instead of to McCone County.  (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, met with the board concerning road issues.  Alan Stempel, District Representative for Montana DES, joined the meeting to discuss flood damage on county roads.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
