The Board of County Commissioners met at 8:30 a.m. to review and sign a protest 

letter regarding BLM’s Resource Management Plan.  (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The June 24, 2013, minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Wolff reported on a conference call with the Action for Eastern Montana Executive Board. 


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the Joint Powers Authority budget meeting she attended in Helena on June 20th and the Defense Council meeting on June 21st.  Commissioner Eissinger also reported on the Health Care Trust meeting she attended on June 25th and the MACO Board of Directors meeting on June 26th.      


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water project meeting he attended on June 27, 2013.   


The Board contacted Mike Foster regarding the Memorandum of Understanding between USDA APHIS Wildlife Services and Montana Department of Livestock for predator control.  McCone County agrees to allocate a total of $69,093.00 for the protection of cattle and sheep from destructive animals for FY 2014. (A copy of the letter is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Nancy Stempel, GIS Coordinator, met to discuss a revision of her job description.  She also presented a Statement of Work for the Montana Land Information Act FY2014 grant in the amount of $22,525.02.  The Board signed the Statement of Work.  (A copy of the grant is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Tim McCloy, Road Leadman, met regarding road business.  The Board approved the hiring of Doug Shennum’s bucket truck to repair a culvert.


Erin Haynie, DES Coordinator, met for the Board to consider an emergency declaration

for the damage caused to roads due to spring flooding in McCone County.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve Resolution #13-07-01 for the emergency declaration and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  A letter was sent to Governor Bullock requesting emergency funding for the

roads.  (A copy of the resolution and letter are on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Commissioner Wolff moved to table the Right to Farm and Ranch Ordinance and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Mandi Nay met to discuss the Dry Redwater Rural Water Project.  Mandi requested the 

county’s support for TSEP funding of $15,000 for a planning grant.  The Commissioners agreed to consider a grant through TSEP.


Dennis Tolan, Road Foreman, met regarding road business.


The Board met with Mary Garfield, Kendall Link and Maridel Kassner to review the subdivision legislative update.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
