At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The July 22, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the Library Board meeting she attended on July 23rd

and the Eastern Montana Community Mental Health Center Board meeting she attended on July 25th.

Commissioner Moss reported on the meeting with FEMA that he attended with Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman; Dennis Tolan, North Road Foreman; and Erin Haynie, DES Coordinator in Glasgow on July 24th.


Barb Green, HUB Representative, and Joe and J.T. Smith from Valuations Northwest, met to discuss the county buildings that they will be evaluating for insurance through MACo, Joint Powers Insurance Authority.  


Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, and Sally Hickok, Justice of the Peace, joined the Board to review the budget requests for Justice Court for FY2014.


Kendall Link, County Attorney, joined the Board to discuss the right of way to the Urton Subdivision and the DEQ Contract.


Wendall Pawlowski joined the meeting to review the Museum Budget for FY2014.


The Board attended the Board of Health meeting at 12:00 noon.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board approved the appointment of Doris Shennum to replace Agnes Larson to the Council on Aging as per Senior Center Coordinator Patti Shipman’s recommendation.


Deb Porter, Clerk of District Court, met to review the District Court Budget for FY2014.

Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met to review the Treasurer and Supt. of Schools Budgets for

FY2014.  

Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, and the Board reviewed the remaining of the miscellaneous department budgets for FY2014.


The Board met with Ed Crockett to consider the Cemetery Contract for FY2014.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the Cemetery Contract and Commissioner Wolff seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the contract is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

The Board reviewed the cash report for the month of June, 2013.  


The Board reviewed the delinquent tax report for July, 2014, with $227,734.45 delinquent in real property;  $1,956.65 delinquent in mobile home and $48,992.32 delinquent

in personal property taxes.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
