At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The August 19, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Erin Haynie, DES Coordinator, met for approval of the FY2014 EMPS Grant

application. The Board signed the application at this time.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the interviews held on August 22nd for the Executive Director for the Montana Association of Oil, Gas and Coal Counties. 


Commissioner Eissinger reported on the Strategic Planning Session with the Great Northern Development Corporation Executive Board she attended on August 22nd.


Commissioner Moos reported on the Dry Redwater Rural Water Project conference call he participated in on August 22nd.  


The Board reviewed the release for property damage on the stockyard building for State Farm Insurance.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the release and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.

concerns.

Mary Garfield, County Planner, joined the Board to discuss the amendments to the subdivision regulations.  

At 2:00 p.m. the Board opened the public hearing to receive comments on the adoption

of regulations for buildings for lease or rent.  Comments received included the number of units that would trigger review and questions as to whether the Board would review storage sheds.

The public hearing was closed at 2:45 p.m.

At 3:00 p.m. the budget hearing for establishing the FY 2014 budget was opened.

Maridel Kassner, Clerk and Recorder, joined the Board.  There was no public participation

at the hearing.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve Resolution #13-08-26A establishing the FY2014 budget.  Commissioner Wolff seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.  The 

budget hearing was closed at 3:10 p.m.

The Board considered Resolution #13-08-26B setting the elected officials salaries for FY2014.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the resolution and Commissioner Eissinger

seconded.

The Board read Resolution #13-08-26C setting the county employees salaries for FY2014.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the resolution and Commissioner Wolff

seconded.

The Board reviewed Resolution #13-08-26D establishing entitlement distribution

for FY2014.  Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the resolution and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of Resolution #13-08-26D is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board went into closed session from 3:30 p.m. to 3:40 p.m.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
