At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos and Connie Eissinger present. Commissioner Wolff was absent for personal reasons.  Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The October 15, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met for the Board to approve tax adjustment #0097 for the amount of $120.30.  (A copy of the tax adjustment is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed the purchase of a new F550 fire truck from Eissinger Equipment in the amount of $39,700.  Funds for the fire truck will be dispersed from the Volunteer Fire Assistant Grant 

for $6,200 with $12,800 being donated from the Firemen’s Fundraisers.  The remaining amount of $20,700 will be dispersed from the fire department budget. Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve 

the purchase and Commissioner Moos seconded. The motion passed 2-0.  (A copy of the invoice is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board reviewed and approved the Petroleum Tank Release Compensation Reimbursement Claim in the amount of $2,534.28 for groundwater sampling and reporting located at the former county hospital.  (A copy of the reimbursement claim is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)

Alan Hirstein and Kevin Sedgwick, Tractor and Equipment representatives, met with the Board to introduce themselves.

The Board approved encroachment permits for Yarger, Inc. and Bieber Land, LLC.

The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.

The Board went into closed session with Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, to interview applicants for the South Road Department.  

The Board received a call from DEQ regarding the addendum to a contract with DEQ delegating authority to review water supply, solid waste and storm water systems in McCone County.  The Board will refer the clauses proposed by DEQ to Kendall Link, County Attorney, for review.  


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day. 


The meeting adjourned at 5:00 p.m.
