At the hour of 8:30 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The October 21, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Tim McCloy, South Road Foreman, met regarding road business.  The purchase of a used

backhoe was discussed.  Commissioner Eissinger moved to approve the purchase of a used Case

backhoe from Titan Machinery for $39,500 plus an additional $1,200 for a one year warranty.

Commissioner Wolff seconded the motion and the motion passed 3-0.


Voucher #1015 for warrant #71126 in the amount of $40,700.00 to Titan Machinery was approved at this time. (A copy of the voucher is on file in the Commissioner’s files.)


Commissioner Moos requested to be absent from the state from November 1st through November 3rd.  Absence was approved.


The Board reviewed the 2013 MACo/CRS Inmate Excess Medical Insurance Program renewal. Commissioner Wolff moved to approve the renewal at $.88 per day per prisoner and Commissioner Eissinger seconded.  The motion passed 3-0.  (A copy of the renewal is on file

in the Commissioners’ files.)


The Board took a call from Keith Wong and Joe Baybodo of the Federal Highway Administration regarding the Federal Lands Access Program Grant that was applied for last summer for the North and South Rock Creek Roads.


The Board approved the work plan for the Action for Eastern Montana Housing and Urban Development Emergency Solution Grant Program for FY2014.  


Kendall Link, County Attorney, met to discuss the two proposed clauses in the DEQ Contract that delegates authority to review water supply, solid waste and storm water systems 

in McCone County.  Kendall will contact DEQ and the MACo Attorney to discuss the clauses

in the contract.


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the meeting. 


The meeting adjourned at 12:00 p.m. to allow the Board to travel to Fort Peck to view the Corps of Engineers Spillway Repair Project.
