At the hour of 10:00 a.m., the Board of Commissioners of McCone County, Montana, met in regular session with James Moos, Connie Eissinger and Janet Wolff present. Presiding Officer James Moos called the meeting to order. The pledge of allegiance was recited.  The agenda was approved.  


The November 12, 2013 minutes were read and approved as corrected.


Tom Flowers, Steve Dalbey, Tyler Haddix and Woody Baxter from Montana Fish, Wildlife and Parks and Dennis Tolan, North Road Foreman, met regarding the low water crossing on Redwater River on Nickwall Road.  Partnerships have been built for funding sources for a project to allow more water

to flow through and allow fish to pass through.  BLM, US Fish and Wildlife Services and Montana FWP have indicated they have funding for the project.  Steve Dalbey estimated that the project would be completed next fall.  Dennis Tolan asked if the road department would be required for any of the project and was told that no county resources would be required.  Steve presented a draft agreement of support and maintenance of agreement for the county to review.


Dennis Tolan, North Road Foreman, reported on the progress of the graveling on Nickwall Road.

The Balder and Cahill Roads and parts of Redwater Road also need gravel providing that the weather for

hauling permits.


The meeting was opened to public participation at 1:00 p.m.


Kevin Sedgewick from Tractor and Equipment met for a brief visit.


Eddy Beery met to discuss his proposal for a non-profit organization to build a retirement apartment complex for the community.


Martin DeWitt, Great Northern Development Corporation Director, and Guy Hopkins, EMIC Planner, met to market the programs offered by Great Northern Development Corporation and the Eastern

Montana Impact Coalition.  The study of the impact of the energy development in Eastern Montana is

on the GNDC website. The county needs will be identified by the Planner and then the Resource Manager identifies funding sources.  Guy has agreed to update the county growth plan.


Commissioner Wolff reported on the IT Committee meeting she attended on November 13, 2013.


Commissioner Moos and Commissioner Eissinger reported on the McCone County Health Center

annual meeting they attended on November 12, 2013.


The reading of the resolution for refinancing the graders with the Board Of Investments was tabled.


Jackie Becker, Treasurer, met for the Board to approve tax adjustment #0100 for $31.26 for taxes mistakenly allocated to Rosebud County by a Utility Appraiser in Helena. (A copy of the adjustment

is on file in the Commissioners’ files.)


Correspondence occupied the Board the remainder of the day.
